Course Title: 6th Grade Spanish
Course Description: 

This is a beginning-level course in the basic communicative skills of the Spanish language.  Students will be introduced to the grammar and the culture of the Spanish language by listening, speaking, reading and writing in target language.

Course Expectations:

·  All students are to be in their seats when the bell rings, with their materials ready to work.
