Descriptions of Art courses
AAA – Art Workshop
Art Workshop is an introductory course that is a requirement for graduation. Students will learn the fundamentals of drawing, painting, design and sculpture. Art Workshop is a class for all students no matter what level of art experience they have. Art Workshop's main objective is to help students develop an appreciation for the visual arts.

AAUA- Computer Animation

The Computer Animation Workshop introduces students to Flash, a state of the art software. We learn to create interactive animations that are posted on our Art Web Site. In Computer Animation, hand crafted art pieces are scanned into the computer systems and integrated into the computer generated animations. The work is first adjusted using Photoshop, then imported into the animation program. AATC – Costume/Fashion Design  


The Fashion Design course introduces students to drawing and designing for fashion. We learn how to draw the fashion figure then move on to creating our own designs. A variety of exercises, from draping to creating a "Look Book", are used to help students understand how designers work in the real world. In the spring semester course we learn basic sewing skills and create the costumes for the Spring Musical. We also create designs which we present in the James Madison Fashion Show

AAZ - Cartooning

Cartooning is a class for students who love telling a story through drawings and words. We look at the art of Japanese Manga artists and American cartoon artists for inspiration and drawing techniques. We learn how to develop characters for a story and how to make that story visually dynamic. Do you want to learn how to add expression to a face, make things look like they're coming at you from above, below or behind, show action and movement, or create a scene using perspective? Cartooning is the class for you.

AAM- Ceramics

Ceramic Workshop is a fun, hands on class where you get to develop your manual dexterity, hand to eye coordination and the only limit to what you can build is your imagination. Every student’s project that leaves our shop is hand made, hand painted, and one of a kind. We work with clay and glazes and learn the three methods of building with clay by hand: pinch, slab, and coil 

Each project is fired in the kilns of our shop twice.

The fee for the class is $10. This covers screens, sandpaper, tools, and glazes. You choose your own color glazes from our catalogues.

 AAJ – Digital Photography

In digital photography students will learn all aspects of photography including lighting, color, and composition to acquire a solid foundation in the photographic process.  Utilizing Adobe Photoshop CS4 students will learn how to correct and manipulate their digital images.  Students will also use their images to create a variety of design projects including posters, CD covers, and magazine covers. 
AAP- Painting

The Painting class requires Art Workshop as a prerequisite. You will learn about famous artists, their style, technique, and method in order to be able to assimilate it as your own. A deeper awareness that develops as a result of this process should increase your understanding of the world in which we live! My gratification as your teacher comes with the knowledge that you are learning as I guide you through it. 

A variety of other subjects will be explored: representational, abstract, and non objective. A total of 4-5 canvases will be needed. Also a gouache set (high quality tempera set), an oil set (student grade), and a watercolor set and pad. Paint brushes are included in each set.
