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At Cavallaro, we understand that your child needs to be provided with a well-rounded education. Your child's academic success and participation in extra-curricular activities depends upon their appropriate behavior and good academic standing (as stated in our student Homework Planner and the New York City Department of Education Discipline Code).  As such, we have instituted a Demerit System for inappropriate behavior and/or the disregard of school rules.  Such behavior will result in disciplinary action and in the assignment of demerits, as follows:

1 detention = 1 demerit

1 CASE (in-house suspension) = 2 demerits

1 Principal's Suspension = 3 demerits

Superintendent's Suspension = exclusion from extra-curricular activities

Students who receive demerits will have the opportunity to remove their demerits by turning in satisfactory conduct cards.  Seven (7) consecutive, satisfactory, complete, and signed conduct cards remove one (1) demerit. Please remember that your child must be in uniform, arrive to school on time, and have their conduct card signed by their teachers and parent / guardian in order to get credit for that day's conduct card. In addition, at the time of an extra-curricular activity, unresolved demerits will exclude a student from that activity.
