Re: Notice of Revisions to Charter School Charters

November 15, 2007
This notification is to inform you that the New York City Department of Education, Office of Charter Schools has received an application for revisions of the charters of the below-listed charter schools, and may consider approval of such revisions.  Pursuant to Education Law subdivision 2857(1), the New York City Department of Education is required to hold a public hearing to solicit comments from the community in connection with these revisions.  
Community Roots Charter School: To modify their code of conduct to formalize the language around prohibited conduct and provide more detailed description of due-process for in-school and out-of-school suspensions.

Future Leaders Institute Charter School: Temporarily eliminate French language as a required class and continue it as an enrichment program; hire a middle school assistant principal.
Hellenic Charter School: Modifications to their curricular program, assessment and accountability plan.  
John V. Lindsay Academy Charter School: Cease conducting a program for “eight plus” students; Institute a dress code; Institute changes to the math and reading curriculum to better align with the instructional needs of students; Cease the internship program for all students enrolled at the school with few than 15 credits; Increase instructional time from 50 to 60 minutes at the Bronx site. 

New York Center for Autism Charter School: Modify the role and responsibilities of teachers in each classroom resulting in classrooms with a special education teacher, and three instructors, one of whom is a lead instructor. 

Opportunity Charter School: Create new positions of principal, director of assessment and accountability, teacher leaders.

Peninsula Prep Charter School: Commence an after school program for second grade students who are not performing at grade level; commence a summer school program for grades 1, 2, & 3 for students not performing at grade level.  

Ross Global Charter School: Change the grade level configuration to serve K,1, 6 & 7 only and modify the enrollment for the 2007-2008 school year from 320 to 215 due to facilities constraints.

South Bronx Charter School for International Culture and the Arts: Modify the curricular choices for English Language Arts; commence an after school program for second grade students who are not performing at grade level; commence a summer school program for grades 1, 2, & 3 for students not performing at grade level.
