In November we will be reading nonfiction expository and narrative stories. Readers will identify the main idea by gathering supporting details. Readers will work on having a better understanding of the subject by comparing texts. Students will have a better understanding of what they are reading by teaching it to a partner. Readers will take notes by creating boxes and bullets. 


















































In writing we will be working on writing personal essays. Students will create a clearly defined thesis with three supporting examples. They will use strategies to support the thesis such as quotes and observations. Students will create an introduction which includes a thesis, three supports and personal insight. We will also use commas and quotations when using dialogue. Students will spell age appropriate words correctly and clearly show a five paragraph essay. 








In math we are working on multiplication and division. Students will estimate reasonable solutions for whole number addition and subtraction. Calculate basic multiplication and division examples. Students will determine whether number sentences are true or false.  








This month we will be learning about the revolution in New York. We will recognize the reasons why the English colonists settled in North America. We will determine the reasons colonists fought against British rule. Students will explain New York’s role in the American Revolution. We will use a Venn diagram to compare and contrast accumulated text. 








In science we will be learning about animals and plants. We will explore the roles of plants and animals in the environment. Students will classify populations of organisms as producers, consumers or decomposers. They will explore how plants manufacture food by utilizing air, water and energy. Students will recognize that food supplies energy and materials necessary for growth and repair.
