In the month of December readers meet the characters in our books. Students will work on reading independently with growing focus and stamina. Getting to know the characters by envisioning. In writing students will be working their procedural writing, How To Books. Students will work on generating ideas of areas of expertise for How-To writing. Using sequencing words and explicit words for others to be able to follow step-by-step directions. Rereading for clarity, proper sequencing and missing steps. Writing with growing focus and stamina. In math students will be working on measurement and basic facts. Students will be skip counting by 2s. Measuring in feet. Finding domino sums and comparing quantities. Solving parts-and-total number stories. Solving dice sums. We will all work on telling time to the quarter hour
