In writing students will be working informational writing. Planning, organizing and sequencing writing around a topic of interest and expertise. Incorporating features of nonfiction writing. Researching to become more of an expert in the topic of interest. Using vocabulary specific to the topic of interest and expertise. Rereading their writing for clarity and sense. In math students will be working on addition and subtraction. We will be exploring temperature changes. Estimating costs. Exploring length, area, and attributes. Students will practice partial sums addition. Change to more” number stories








 








In Social Studies, we are focusing on New York City over time. We will be investigating land -forms in NY by looking at its valleys, islands, lakes, bays, mountain’s. Investigating the landscapes of NYC. We will also explore the different plants and animals found in NYC. 








This month we will be studying earth materials. Students will be observing and describing the basic properties and components of soil. Investigating different types of soil according to color, texture, materials and capacity to retain water. Exploring the results of interactions between air, wind, water, and land. Understanding that nonliving things can be human-created or naturally occurring











In the month of December we will explore and create the world of 3-D with clay. Our first graders will become sculpting artists using clay to create 3-D shapes that can be hand-sculpted into anything their creative minds and hearts tell them to create! In drama students will be working on improvisation, using familiar nursery rhymes and fairy tales.
