In November we will be reading nonfiction expository and narrative stories. Readers will Engages in Accountable Talk. Readers will critique texts with analytical lenses. Readers will have a better understanding of the subject by comparing texts. Readers will synthesize complex information across diverse texts. 





















































In writing we will be working on informational writing. Writers will grow topic ideas by thinking what could I teach my classmates. Writers will try out their ideas by writing book blurbs that will interest readers. Writers will plan how their books will go by planning a table of content and subheadings. Writers will revise by zooming in on each paragraph and thinking about whether it all fits. Students will use commas and quotations when using dialogue and spells grade appropriate words correctly. 


  





In math we are working on decimals and their uses. Students will identify values in decimal digits. Compare decimals through hundredth and thousandth. Measure line segment to the nearest centimeter. Students will demonstrate automaticity with multiplication facts.








This month we will be learning about the revolution in New York. We will recognize the reasons why the English colonists settled in North America. We will determine the reasons colonists fought against British rule. Students will explain New York’s role in the American Revolution. We will use a Venn diagram to compare and contrast accumulated text. 








In science we will be learning about animals and plants. We will learn about the role of plants and animals in the environment. Classify populations of organisms as producers, consumers, or decomposers. Explore how plants manufacture food by utilizing air, water, and energy. Recognizes that food supplies energy and materials necessary for growth and repair.
