In January we will be reading genre based books. Students will engage in accountable talk within the genre. Readers stretch their imagination by envisioning the setting and characters in the time period. Readers understand the elements of the genre and how it affects the plot. Readers think about the deeper meaning of the story.















































In writing we will be working on historical fiction. Writers learn the elements of historical fiction. Writers create characters that fit within the historical period. Writers create a problem that is realistic for the period of time. Writers show how the period affects the solution to the problems. Students will also develop well-organized stories and spell grade appropriate words correctly.  








In math we are working on fractions, decimals and percents. Students will solve problems by finding the unit fraction of a set. Find equivalent fractions. Convert fractions into decimals. Compare fractions and identify percent equivalents. Estimate and finds the measure of circle-graph sectors.  We will also construct circle graphs.





This month we will be learning about the United States. Geography of the United States. How the United States became independent nation. Examine the strengths and weaknesses of the Articles of Confederation. Examine conflicts with Native Americans during the movement west. 





  





This month we will be studying Earth Science. Students will classify rocks as sedimentary, igneous, or metamorphic. Investigate, record, and explain how rocks and soil form. Investigate and explain how weathering leads to the formation of sediment. Investigate events that cause earth movement. 





The fifth graders will learn the basics of Stykz, a multi-platform stick figure animation program. The students will animate the stick figure by creating multiple frames. They will also manipulate the figure to rotate, flip, or duplicate.  They will edit and preview their creation in order to make a smooth animation video. In art we will be creating set design by drawing and painting for our Annual Lunar New Year Show. This year is the year of the Dragon.
