English Grading Policy

Dear Parents,
In order to calculate student performance accurately, I am using a formal grading policy that is aligned with the standard policy developed by the English department at RKA.
Class Participation 
1. Organization = 10% 
2. Listening =15 %
Here, I look at student organization and listening. This is measured by attentiveness in class, evidence of preparation for class, and speaking (responding to questions based on lessons and contribution to discussions). Simple rubrics will be used to determine this portion of the grade. 
Homework and Class Work = 35% 
Students are always expected to keep up with homework assignments. Each week, they will be given an agenda for homework and class work. This will help them with organization and give them mini timelines, displaying objectives. Any missing homework assignment will affect a student’s grade.  Homework will be checked each day to make sure students have done their assignments. Some assignments will be collected and graded with a homework rubric. Students will be given a copy of the homework rubric.
Class work includes: Reading Workshop, book response essays, various types of writing assignments, certain group discussions, certain whole class discussions, word study, skills sheets, test prep, etc…  Homework assignments often are a continuation of class work. Rubrics are posted in our classroom to allow students to view and comprehend class work expectations. 
Tests and Projects = 40%
English tests will normally be given on Mondays and Fridays. There might be some exceptions to this. Quizzes may be given on any day of the week. Students are expected to study at home, and they are most often given study guides to assist them with preparation and provide them with clear expectations. 
Creative projects are an important component to the English grade. Projects are worked on at school, and sometimes they are carried home. These may be group efforts or independent tasks.
