Sample Middle School Choice Application

application will be receiving a personalized application from their current school in November.  This application will 
contain identifying information as well as the middle school choices for which each student is eligible.   

Students not currently enrolled in a New York City Public School will need to request an application for the district in 
which they reside from their local Borough Enrollment Office.  The information will not be personalized and the schools 
for which the student is eligible will not be listed.
