Attendance

Regular attendance is critical for student’s success in school.  Please be reminded of the Chancellor’s policy for attendance.   Students should not be absent more than 10% of the school year (18 days).  If the student is absent more frequently, the student is subject to hold over in their current grade.  If the student is absent frequently he/she misses valuable instruction and learning time.  Students should also be to school on time each day.  Remember to send in a note to your child’s teacher with an explanation for the absence.  Even 10% is too many absences!  We also remind you to schedule medical or other appointments for after school hours or on the weekend.  Children should also take vacations during the school scheduled vacation periods.  It is important that children are in school daily so that they may learn and make progress.
New York State Testing

3rd, 4th and 5th Graders

As we grow closer to the time that the children take the New York State test it is very important that students read each night and review their math concepts learned that day along with their math facts.  In addition, students would know specific math vocabulary terms appropriate for their grade level.  Please be reminded that the Chancellor has mandated that students who do not meet the standards on standardized tests in 

grades 3, 4 and 5 regardless of class work and good attendance, will be held over at the end of the school year and will have to attend summer school.  It is especially important to make sure that your child does homework, reads and reviews math each night.  The hard work that is put in now will pay off in the long run!
