3rd, 4th and 5th Graders

As we grow closer to the time that the children take the New York State test it is very important that students read each night and review their math concepts learned that day along with their math facts. Please be reminded that the Chancellor has mandated that students who do not meet the standards on standardized tests in 
grades 3, 4 and 5 regardless of class work and good attendance, will be held over at the end of the school year and will have to attend summer school.
