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	First graders will identify addition and subtraction problem situations; they will explore how addition and subtraction are related. First graders will identify and write related facts. They will write number sentences to represent addition and subtraction situations. First graders will use the skill chose the operation to solve problems. They will count on 1’s or 2’s to find sums.














	First grade students are furthering their unit study of families. They will continue to compare and contrast families today with families of long ago. They will gain insight on how families have changed over time, the similarities and differences of families of the past to present day. They will examine family history. They will inquire about their own family members and family trees as well as explore how types of homes, work and occupations, roles of family members, and transportation has changed over time. First graders will also learn about the various holidays their families celebrate during this month.
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In December, we will explore how animals hibernate, migrate and adapt for the winter. Through read alouds, we will identity how animals get and store food. We will also learn how animals camouflage themselves. Finally, we will learn how blubber and fur keep some animals warm during the cold weather months.






























































































































































































































































































































































	  In December, our first grade readers will concentrate on word work. This work will help readers to be more resourceful and active when they come to hard words. In addition, when readers are struck on a hard word, it is important for the child to reach not just for his or her knowledge of letters and sounds, but also for the knowledge of what the text is about (comprehension). This unit glues together comprehension work and difficult words work.


	Our first grade writers will concentrate on writing How-To-Books. Writers and teachers will show the children how to do this by drawing and writing a sequence of steps. They can use writing to teach others how to do something. This procedural writing requires explicitness, precision, clarity and sequencing. It requires thinking and writing in a way that anticipates exactly what the reader will need to know in order to successfully teach others. Our first graders will use writing not only to tell stories. They will write cookbooks, instructions for new toys and games, and craft projects.
