POETRY WEBSITES

The Academy of American Poets (www.poets.org)

This site includes biographies, photos and other information about 450 poets.  Poetry events are listed.  Go to a “Listening Booth” to hear a selection of poets reading their own work.  To search for a poet or poem, click on “Find a Poet” or “Find a Poem.”  Teachers will find curriculum units and lesson plans by going to the online poetry classroom; go directly to www.onlinepoetryclassroom.org.   There are literacy links and Discussion Forums to engage in cyberspace conversations about Homework Help, Favorite Poems, Books and Websites, a Suggestion Box and more.

Poetry 180 (www.loc.gov/poetry/180/)
This site offers a listing of 180 contemporary poems, one for each day of the 180-day school year.  These are selections by Billy Collins, former Poet Laureate of the United States, offered with American high school students in mind.  It also offers advice for “How to Read a Poem Out Loud,” and a Poetry and Literature Center.

The Poetry Society of America (www.poetrysociety.org)

A national events calendar lists poetry activities.  Students, teachers and poetry fans may find poems by title, author or line in poem on this site.  Poetry in Motion, a program that was developed by the Poetry Society of America and the MTA New York City Transit, offers complimentary Poetry in Motion online postcards to teachers for educational purposes.
