Be a US citizen or a legal permanent resident with permanent resident passport stamped I-551 (not expired).  Must apply for Federal financial aid. Online application is at www.hsf.net and the deadline is December 1, 2011.
HORATIO ALGER ASSOCIATION seeks to assist students who have demonstrated integrity, perseverance in overcoming adversity, strength of character, financial need ($50,000 or less adjusted gross income per family is preferred), a good academic record, commitment to pursue a college education, intend to pursue a bachelor’s degree at an accredited institution, involvement in co-curricular and community activities, GPA of 70, and U.S. citizenship.
