There are 3 parts to SUNY Application:

1. Application - name, address, etc., and your college choices with curriculum. CHOOSE SCHOOLS CAREFULLY.  Each school has different GPA and SAT requirements.
2. SOARS – student online academic record which is a web-based tool that allows you to submit your high school grades and courses, as well as your ACT and SAT test scores, electronically. They must fill in all grades from freshman year thru present senior year courses. Students must come to college office to get unofficial transcript.   
3. Supplemental application - required for some SUNYs which include recommendation letters, resume and an essay.
