SAT FEE WAIVERS
Any student whose family income meets the federal guidelines is eligible for a fee waiver for several college/scholarship applications, as well as for standardized tests.  Fee waivers are limited in number.  Students should visit the College Office, S229 to get details on how they will be distributed. If you are an International student and you need to take the TOEFL exam, applications are in the College Office – S229.
