Each high school is asked to submit applications for NO MORE THAN TWO CANDIDATES  for 
review. Prospective candidates should submit: 
 

 Letter(s) of recommendation from English and/or Foreign Language teachers. (The foundation is 
specifically asking for letters of recommendations ONLY from faculty who teach in the fields of 
English Language Arts or Foreign Language).  

 A copy of the student’s High School transcript 

 Student’s social security number  

 Optional: Students may also include a piece of their own work for review. However, only compositions 
written in English will be reviewed since trustees are not able to evaluate items written in other 
languages.

 The Foundation will be distributing the award to each selected applicant upon the applicants’ 
submission of proof of his/her social security number and proof of payment of initial 
college enrollment or housing fees (not just a college acceptance letter).
