Test Taking Tips
Preparing:

· Decide on and then adopt study strategies that work best for you! Can you study with a group? Can you have a friend or parent quiz you? Do you need to go to the library?

· When reviewing or taking a practice test start a list of the vocabulary words you don’t know, then, look up their meanings and write them down to review and study later.
· Analyze how you did on a similar test in the past.

· Know the exact date, time, and place where the test is being given.

Day of the test:

· Get a good night’s sleep the night before
· Eat a good breakfast and make sure to drink a glass of orange juice
· Arrive early for tests
· Be comfortable but alert
· Stay relaxed and confident and have a positive attitude
During the test:
· Read all the directions carefully
· Quickly look through the test as an overview before you start
· Answer questions in a strategic order
· Once finished, go back and review your answers
· Change answers to questions if you  made a mistake, or misread the question
