CUNY APPLICATION PROCEDURES:  The CUNY application is to be done online (on the website www.cuny.edu/apply.  Please remember to write down your ‘user name’ and password that you create, and to fill out the SEEK portion of the CUNY application.  Come to the College Office – room 220 with any questions.   It’s still not too late to apply ($65 application fee).












Seniors:  


Please bring in all college acceptance letters, all financial aid packages and all scholarships to the college office as soon as possible.  We will make copies for you.





Scholarships:  Remember it is your responsibility to do the research and apply for any and all scholarships you qualify for.  Be aware of the various deadlines that are quickly approaching!  Remember, there are thousands of scholarships...every little bit helps!





TAP Application—Once you have submitted your FAFSA application online, you should receive an email from HESC.org.  This link will take you to www.tapweb.org where you will be able to complete your TAP application online.  The TAP application has only one college choice listed (usually the first New York school you listed on the FAFSA application).  You will be able to update this school choice once you make your final decision.  If you have any questions regarding your TAP application, go to www.hesc.org or contact them directly at 1-888-NYS-HESC.  TAP application deadline is May 1st.





What if you haven’t heard yet??? -    A quick call to the college admissions office and the financial aid office will tell you if you application is complete.  Colleges will continue to send out acceptance letters through April.  Take the initiative and make a call if you are curious. 





Do not make a financial commitment to any college until you compare ‘price tags’ (your financial aid packages).  Many students have begun to receive acceptance letters (CONGRATULATIONS!) Some colleges are asking you to “secure your spot”, “secure your housing spot”, etc.—DO NOT SEND ANY  MONEY AT THIS POINT.  Once you send money, you are REQUIRED to attend that college!  YOU NEED TO WAIT for your financial aid packages so that you can compare them to see how much aid you will receive BEFORE you commit to a college.  NO EXCEPTIONS!  Financial aid packages will begin to arrive soon.  If you have questions, contact the Financial Aid Office of the colleges to which you have applied.
