Please take note of the following:
· Students can begin lining up outside @ 8:10am. Students should not arrive prior to 8:10am, as they will not be supervised. It is unwise and illegal to leave children unsupervised prior to 8:10am
· Breakfast is served from 7:40am-8: 10am in the cafeteria – Children who participate in this program MUST eat breakfast
· Safety is of the utmost importance at PS 39. While students and their caregivers are welcome to play in the schoolyard after school, our school safety officer goes off duty at 3:15 and the doors to the school will be shut. Parents and children will be unable to reenter the building to use restrooms after school because to do so compromises the safety of our building
· Extended day is now part of the regular school day and ALL students will attend school the same hours, Monday-Friday, including Pre-K
· The Chancellor of the NYC Department of Education determines school closings and delayed openings by 6:00 am. Parents can find updated information by checking the DOE website (http://schools.nyc.gov), by calling 311 or by listening to local news radio (1010 WINS) local TV stations or cable channel NY1. Any school closings will effectively cancel all field trips and after school programs.

ABSENCES/ILLNESS

The health and safety of our students is our number one concern, so if your child is sick, they should not come to school.  You should call the school to report an absence, especially if your child is in an upper grade. These students frequently come to school alone and we want to be certain parents are aware their child is not in school. When your child is well enough to return to school, send a note to your child’s teacher explaining the absence. A doctor’s note is required if your child misses more than 3 days of school. In the case of pink eye, your child must see a doctor and may only return to school with a doctor’s note. Your child will be examined by the school nurse on return.




ARRIVALS/PUNCTUALITY/ATTENDANCE/LATENESS PROCEDURES

Effective use of time is a priority at PS 39. All students are expected to consistently arrive at school by 8:20 am. It is important that parents help their children develop the habit of arriving to school on time. Students who are late miss important instruction and morning routines and disrupt these activities for others. City and State funding for our school are decreased when students are absent and late. Attendance and lateness information is also a criterion for Middle School acceptance.  Students who are late will receive a late pass at the security desk and will be marked late on their attendance record.  This information is part of the child’s permanent record, which follows the child throughout his/her public school career. To avoid latenesses, please take advantage of the opportunity to drop off at 8:10 each morning as staff supervision is provided at that time.

Students are NOT permitted to line up in this room before 8:10 am and MUST NEVER be in the room without an adult to supervise.

Students who eat breakfast are to leave the school via Exit 2 and re-enter the building via Exit 3 in the Lower Playground. Students arriving from outside the building should enter this room only through Exit 3 in the Lower Playground. 

Children are NOT permitted to leave the room once they have entered, unless it is with their teacher and class


LATENESS PROCEDURES

With the exception of Pre-K, parents may not escort children to their classrooms. Students in Kindergarten who arrive late will be escorted to their room by the parent coordinator or other staff member.

STAFF SUPERVISION OF STUDENTS BEGINS AT 8:10. PLEASE PLAN TO ARRIVE AT THIS TIME TO PREVENT UNNECESSARY LATENESSES.

 The school day begins at 8:20 each day. ANY STUDENT WHO IS NOT PRESENT AT LINE-UP WITH THEIR CLASS IS LATE AND MUST FOLLOW THE PROCEDURES OUTLINED BELOW:

· Students in grades 2-5 will sign the lateness log at the security desk, including time of arrival and class. The parent coordinator will sign in children in grades K-1.

· Each student will receive a late pass from the parent coordinator with their name, class, time of arrival and date entered.

· Students are to present this pass to their classroom teacher as they arrive. If children are with a cluster teacher, children will present the pass to that teacher who will then forward it to the child’s classroom teacher.

· If a student comes to class late without a late pass, the teacher will ask the child to go downstairs to the security desk to receive one. All children who are late MUST have a late pass. Teachers will keep these passes on file for the remainder of the year.

BIRTHDAY CELEBRATIONS

We recognize that birthdays are important events in children’s lives.  However, our school days and curriculum requirements are very full. Parents of students in grades Pre-K- 2 who would like to acknowledge their child’s birthday in school may do so only if they make arrangements with the classroom teacher one week in advance. Parents and teachers are asked to adhere to the following guidelines:

· Birthday celebrations must be limited to the last 15 minutes of the day
· Cupcakes or individual cakes/cookies/donuts are permitted. Cakes that need to be cut are not. 
· Juice boxes or water bottles are permitted. Please be certain that beverages are caffeine-free and free of artificial sweeteners (saccharine, NutraSweet, etc).
· No more than two (2) family members may come to school for the celebration. Siblings may not be pulled from their class to attend the celebration.
· Goody bags, candy or treats, party favors, balloons, decorations, entertainment and candles are not permitted
· Classroom teachers may have additional traditions and/or policies. Your child’s classroom teacher must first approve any birthday celebration in advance.

BLUE EMERGENCY CONTACT CARDS

Blue cards list emergency contact information and are required for all students. A new card must be completed for each child every school year. Please be certain that cards are filled out completely and accurately.  All cards must be returned to your child’s teacher as soon as possible.  In the event that the school has to contact your regarding your child, it is important to list all the telephone numbers where you or your designated caregiver(s) can be reached during the school day. Please provide at least two emergency numbers. Children may not be released to anyone whose name does not appear on the Blue card. If information changes at any time during the year, parents must come into the main office and update the Blue Card. 

CELL PHONES

The New York City Department of Education prohibits the use of cell phones in public schools. If your child must carry a cell phone, it must be turned off and secured in their book bag. Cell phones can be confiscated by school personnel if heard, seen or used in school. If you have an emergency, contact our main office at 718-330-9310. PS 39 school staff is not responsible for lost, damaged or stolen cell phones.

DISCIPLINE

The Chancellor’s Citywide Standards of Discipline and Intervention Measures (Blue Book), which outlines the discipline policies set forth by the Department of Education, is distributed at the beginning of the school year to all students. This document includes the DOE’s citywide “Discipline Code” as well as a “Student Bill of Rights.”

In addition, we have incorporated PBIS into our school community. PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention and Supports) is a systems change method that promotes positive behaviors in students. Strategies are developed that manage student behavior inside and outside of classroom settings. It is an all encompassing system of behavior support where all parties involved are on board, so that this support is provided in a consistent way.  PBIS encourages students to be accountable (with support) to behave in ways that positively affect them personally, academically and socially. PBIS provides on-going professional development to all adult members of the school community to ensure that behavioral support is provided in a positive manner and that the entire school community is clear as to behavioral expectations and that the vocabulary used to communicate needs is consistent.

FIELD TRIP GUIDELINES

Students must have written parental consent to participate in class trips.

Students are expected to:

	Understand how the trip connects to what we are studying in class
Behave in an appropriate and safe manner on the subway or bus and walking through the streets. 		
-Stay with your partner
-Listen to directions from teachers, adult chaperones and trip guides/escorts
Adult Chaperones:
· Chaperones must be at least 21 years old
· No siblings are allowed on the trip
· Set a good example-No candy or gum chewing, please
· Cell phones and other electronics need to be turned on vibrate. Chaperones are encouraged to give their cell phone number to the teacher to facilitate communication. For the safety of our children, please do not make or take any personal calls while supervising students.

· Chaperones are to help the students follow the trip guidelines and work with the whole class.
· Be consistent with students. Avoid bending the rules for any one child. All students should have the same privileges, restrictions, snacks, etc. Remember you are present for the whole class.


HALF-DAY PROCEDURES

The following procedures will be in effect on all half-days:

· Period 1 and 2 will be as usual. Only teachers with preps during periods 1 or 2 will receive their prep. For the remainder of the morning, the classes will be with their homeroom teachers.
· Pre-Kindergarten classes will eat in the classrooms at 10:30 am
· Kindergarten and First grade classes go to the lunchroom from 10:30-10:50am
· Second and Third grade classes go to the lunchroom from 11:00-11:20am
· Fourth and Fifth grade classes go to the lunchroom from 11:30-11:50 am.
· On theses days, lunch periods will be supervised by the classroom teachers, papa-professionals, and school aides. 
· Dismissal for all students will be at 11:50 am – a gong will ring.

PS 39 HOMEWORK POLICY

The purpose for assigning homework is to give children the opportunity to extend lessons, practice skills, engage in critical thinking and develop good work habits.  Homework can also serve as one form of communication between the teacher and the family.  It is important that homework does not add stress to family life.  Therefore it is up to the student, family and teacher to share the responsibilities for homework. Homework is an important part of the student’s academic year.

	Student’s Responsibilities
· Complete your homework neatly and carefully.
· Bring your homework folder home and back to school everyday.
· Listen carefully to homework directions and ask questions if it’s not clear.
· Gather all materials for homework before you leave your classroom.
· Complete all assignments on time.
· Make up any missed homework that the teacher requires.

	Family’s Responsibilities
· Provide a routine and environment that is conducive to doing homework. (A quiet and consistent place and time, necessary materials)
· Offer assistance to the student, but not do the actual homework.
· Check that your child has edited their homework for spelling, punctuation, and neatness. 
· Notify the teacher when the homework presents a problem.
· Read school notices and respond in a timely manner. Weekly backpack cleanups can be useful in helping students organize materials.

	Teacher’s Responsibilities
· Provide purposeful homework.
· Include clear directions and instructions.
· Implement a system for routinely checking homework.
· Communicate to the student and family what is expected for completing homework.
· Communicate with families when students are not consistently completing assignments.

*Parents are encouraged to communicate with teachers regarding homework assignments (difficulties that your child may be having completing them, appropriateness of assignments, special circumstances that may prevent your child from completing an assignment on time and arrangements to make up the missing assignment).  





PS 39 RECOMMENDED TIME ALLOTMENTS FOR HOMEWORK

	There is no doubt that different children will take different amounts of time to complete homework.  The following chart indicates what we believe is approximately the appropriate amount of time for children in each grade to be spending on homework.  If your child diligently does the homework for the maximum allotted time (without breaks and distractions) and does not complete it, you may write a note to the teacher explaining the situation and have your child stop doing the homework.  If this is an ongoing problem, please make arrangements to talk to the teacher.  If your child thoroughly and neatly completes the homework very quickly, and you believe that your child needs additional homework, extra reading or writing in a Writer’s Notebook is recommended.

HOMEWORK FREQUENCY

WEEKLY HOMEWORK
· Homework will be assigned in all grades Monday-Friday according to the guidelines outlined above. Friday’s assignment will be the same as all other weeknight assignments.

HOLIDAY HOMEWORK
· During school holidays students will be assigned daily reading to be logged as well as math assignments that encourage students to practice math skills and strategies with their families through game playing. These assignments are designed to reinforce our belief that reading should be a part of everyone’s daily life and that math skills should be practiced in order to be reinforced.
· Optional homework for students will be assigned. This homework will be graded and returned by the teacher.

MISSED HOMEWORK ASSIGNMENTS/REPORT CARD GRADES
· Students who have failed to complete 3 homework assignments will receive a 3 on their report card for the marking period. 
· Students who have failed to complete 4 homework assignments will receive a 2 on their report card for the marking period. 
· Students who have failed to complete 5 homework assignments will receive a 1 on their report card for the marking period. 
· Students receive a grade for homework on their Report Card and cumulative record card which is sent with their Middle School applications.

LATE PICK-UPS
Any students who are not picked up on time are brought to the basement or the Main Office. In the event that you are running late, always call the school to inform them of your expected arrival time. Late pick-up of students disrupts the schedules of our school staff.  Please be considerate of their personal responsibilities.

LOST AND FOUND
Please label your child’s clothing and other belongings with first and last names.  You may check the lost and found for missing items in the bin located at the schools entrance by the security guard.

MESSAGES
In the event of an emergency, should you need to get a message to your child during the school day, please call the main office, 718-330-9310, in a timely manner and leave a message for his/her teacher.  The teacher will relay the message to your child.

NURSE’S OFFICE AND MEDICATION
A full-time Department of Health nurse is located in room 200B.  If a child is ill or injured during school hours, he or she will be sent to the nurse’s office. Should your child require regular administration of medication, use of an inhaler or epi-pen for emergency use, a parent must complete and submit a Medical Administration Form, available from the school nurse. Adults in the school cannot administer these medications without this form on file. 

THE PS 39 PARENT ASSOCIATION (AKA THE "PTA")
The purpose of the PTA is to support our school by creating an environment that supports learning, diversity, community and family.  PTA membership is open to all teachers and parents and is a great opportunity for parents to become active participants in their child’s education. PTA general meetings are held monthly, in the evenings, and babysitting (for children aged 3 - 11) is provided. All parents, teachers and staff are welcome.

Parent and other adult volunteer helpers are always needed and appreciated.  There are a variety of volunteer opportunities at PS39.  Volunteers are needed in the following areas.

-Become a Class Parent
The class parent works directly with the teacher in many ways.  They help with events, class trips, parties and communication with other parents. The following is a list of the class parent responsibilities:

· Create and maintain an accurate class list that includes e-mail addresses, phone numbers and mailing addresses. Distribute this list to the class both electronically and in print form.
· Serve as a point of contact and support for the PTA, the Parent Coordinator, and the other parents in the class.
· Organize the acquisition/collection of materials need for special projects.
· Organize refreshments for special events (i.e. writing celebrations, family shares, etc.).
· Occasionally assist in the classroom when there is an art or academic activity that would benefit from an “extra pair of hands.”
	

-Family Fridays
Family Fridays will take place on the first Friday of every month from October through May. Parents/caregivers will be invited to accompany their children to the classroom at 8:30am and read or participate in another learning experience or activity with children until 9:00am. Family members’ roles in the classroom during this time will depend on the grade level, teachers’ instructions and what they feel comfortable with. For example, they can read to small groups of children or listen to a couple of children read to them.

-Learning Leaders
This is a program where parents work in our school in various capacities.  In the past, Learning Leaders have been asked to assist with art projects, read to the class or tutor students in math or reading. Experience is not necessary.  Please contact Lidia Rosa, Parent Coordinator, to find out when the next Learning Leader Training session is.  

PROMOTION POLICY
The Promotional Policy for students is set by the DOE. In grades 3 – 5, students receiving a Level 2 or higher on their NYS ELA and/or NYS Math exams are promoted to the next grade.  Promotional decisions for students in grades K – 2 are made by the school.  Students who are not meeting grade level standards may be held over.  Parents will receive multiple notifications from their teacher and have the opportunity to review the student’s work.

SCHOOL DRESS CODE
Appropriate school attire is a very important daily consideration. Clothing should be comfortable, easy to clean and hazard free.
· Students are to wear enclosed shoes.  Open backed clogs with or without straps and/or exposed toes are not allowed.  Heelys must have the wheels removed and left at home. Sneakers are the safest footwear to be worn in school as it protects the toes and foot from injury.
· In warmer weather flip flops are not permitted. For their safety, students wearing flip-flops will not be permitted to participate in recess or gym activities. Parents will be contacted to bring a change of shoes. 
· Remember, all children go out to play for recess even in cold weather. Be sure to send your child to school with the appropriate outerwear, including hats, gloves and winter coats.
· Please wear easy, comfortable and appropriate attire for gym days including sneakers. For their safety, students who do not wear sneakers cannot participate in physical activity on gym days. 
· Hats, bandanas or any kind of head covering should be removed upon entering the building, unless there is a documented medical or religious exemption.
· Please make sure that pants sit at the waist as “low riding” pants may be dangerous and pose a trip hazard.

SLT (School Leadership Team)

VISITOR PROCEDURES

· Our School Safety Agent is our first ambassador to the public.  Therefore, all visitors are to be greeted courteously and energetically in order to set the tone for their visit. 

·  In order to assist our school safety agent, it would be advisable for all staff members to inform both the school safety agent and the office staff, in writing, of the appointments that they have made as they come into work each day. 

· All visitors, including parents, must stop at the security desk inside the main entrance (Exit 2), present photo ID and sign the visitor log book. 

· All visitors must state the purpose of their visit and record it in the logbook, along with their destination.

· The school safety agent will then call the main office to inform the office staff that a visitor will be coming up to the office.  All visitors are to remain at the security desk while this telephone call is made.

· Visitors will receive a color-coded pass for their destination from the School Safety Agent.

· Visitors will then proceed to the Main Office. 

· The office staff will call the appropriate staff member and ask them to meet their guest in the main office or Parent Room.

· Any staff member who is expecting a visitor is to come downstairs and accompany them to their location.  Visitors may not go to their destinations unescorted.  The only exceptions are Learning Leaders, parents delivering birthday celebrations, and parents requesting to visit the Parent Room or Parent Coordinator.

· All visitors will be escorted back to the school safety agent by a staff member.

· All visitors will be asked to exit via the main entrance in the basement.

· The school safety agent will log the time that each visitor exits the building.

· The school safety agent will periodically check the logbook to make sure that the visitor has not been in the building for an unauthorized amount of time.  In such an event, the agent will call the staff member with the visitor to determine if the conference has ended.  If the visitor has already left the staff member, the agent is to contact the Principal or her designee in order to determine the next course of action.

Key Words & Purposes
· DRA 2 – helps teachers identify each student’s reading achievement, document progress, and tailor teaching to drive effective reading instruction.
· Fountas & Pinnell – helps teachers assess students’ independent reading levels & comprehension.
· LAB-R – Language Assessment Battery Revised – new entrants whose home language is other than English – to identify students who are entitled to bilingual/ESL programs.
· Predictive – to assess students’ progress on state standards and determine what short-term tailored interventions students need before the high-stake tests.  These predictives in ELA and Math are given six (6) weeks prior to the actual state tests.
· I.T.A. – Instructionally Targeted Assessments – helps teachers gain insight into students’ understanding and misconceptions with respect to targeted skills and to inform next instructional steps.  Assesses the skills taught during a specific instructional period.
· E-PAL – a performance assessment that holistically assesses Listening/Writing and Reading/Writing in response to literature.  It evaluates how well students convey their listening and reading comprehension in writing. It also assesses Writing Mechanics – how well students use the conventions of written English.
· NYSESLAT – New York State English as a Second Language Achievement Test – to measure student progress in developing English language proficiency.
