· City of New York of New York (CUNY):
Apply online at www.cuny.edu.  You may apply for up to six colleges on the online application for one fee.  You must include your OSIS number on your CUNY application or your application will not be processed.   Your OSIS number also provides CUNY access to your transcript.  Remember to print your CUNY Application Summary page only and bring it to the College Office in Room 126, as soon as you apply.  This is the only way we can substantiate that you applied and where you applied. 

· State University of New York (SUNY): 

1) DO NOT use the common application!  2) Apply online at www.suny.edu. 3) Send your official SAT scores to each college to which you are applying. 4) Bring a copy of the SUNY transmittal form to the College Office. 5) Also, bring an addressed 9x12 envelope for each college with three first class postage stamps.  Do not write a return address, we will inscribe the return address on each of your envelopes.  6) Remember to write your name and official class under the flap of each envelope.
· If you apply to SUNY or private colleges, you must bring the College Office a 9x12 envelope (with three first class postage stamps) for each college.   Again, write your name and official class under the flap.     
· If you are requesting a College Counselor recommendation, return your completed Student Profile to the College Office, at least three weeks in advance. 
· Obtain three teacher recommendations, if you are applying to colleges that request them.
· Take the SAT I and, if required, the Sat II no later than November 2011.

· Apply for financial aid right now, if you are attending college this spring!  You will need information from your parents’ Federal Income Tax Return to answer the questions on the Free Application for Student Aid (FAFSA).  For a quick response, apply online at www. fafsa.ed.gov.  
· Complete the CSS Profile online, if the school to which you are applying requires it.
· Since diplomas are legal documents, you must pick up your diploma on the assigned day.  If there are extremely extenuating circumstances (discuss with Mrs. Shaw or Mrs. Albala, ASAP!).   Your parent/guardian may pick up your diploma.  They must be in possession of a notarized letter from you giving them permission to do so and have suitable picture ID.
